       United States for contacts dated January 1, 1970, or after, on five amateur bands (10, 18 and 24 MHz excluded).  Phone  
       and CW segments of a band do not count as separate bands. 
2. WAS Rules that do not conflict with these 5BWAS rules also apply to the 5BWAS Award. 
3. There are no specialty 5 Band awards or endorsements. 
4. A handsome 9 X 12 personalized walnut plaque is available for a fee of $39 US (check, money order, or credit card) plus shipping 

($8 in USA; foreign shipping prices dependent on location). 
5. The fee for the 5 Band WAS certificate is $10.00, or $15.00 for the certificate and lapel pin.
