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John Roos, K6IQL, presents A Precision DDS for the 
Frequency Measuring Tests. Unlike many of the DDS 
projects we have seen, this one provides resolution ac-
curacy to the nearest 0.1 millihertz, with an RF output 
between 100 kHz and 40 MHz. This meets John’s 
requirements for an FMT DDS. 
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
